The Belper Unitarian Chapel was built by Jedediah Strutt in 1788 as part of the infrastructure to provide housing and a community for his workers. It is situated within the millworkers housing complex and close to the mills. Children were expected to attend Sunday school, where they would receive a basic education and moral standards.
